Gate Pass Wristbands
• WEEK PASSES WILL NOT BE SOLD AT 

THE GATE – OPENING CEREMONIES IS 
LAST DAY TO PURCHASE

Everyone must WEAR your wrist 
band or you will have to purchase 
a daily wristband



Gate Pass Wristbands
COACHES PASSES
• Coaches will receive 3 coach wristbands 

at check-in 
• Must have a coach band on to be 

allowed on the field or dugout 
• Players will not need passes while in 

uniform – All players in dugout must be 
in uniform jersey at minimum

• If your resort requires players to wear 
wristband – please ensure they are 
worn on the non-throwing hand

TOURNAMENT 
8U  thru 18U

• Pool Games are 70 minute (Finish batter)
• Bracket Play Games are 75 minutes
• Home is determined by coin toss in all games 

except Championship Game in which 
Undefeated team is Home Team 

• Championship Game is 7 Innings 
IF Game is 7 Innings or 75 minutes

• No Protests are allowed in pool games
• ALL GAMES WILL FOLLOW USSSA RULEBOOK 
• ALL PLAYERS MUST BE LISTED ON YOUR 

ONLINE ROSTER or AS A GUEST PLAYER !!!

• It is highly encouraged that you bat your 
entire lineups in Pool Play to give all the 
players the opportunity to play in the USSSA 
National Championship.  



PROTEST & RULES

• Game or Player Protest or Rules Interpretation:  
• The Head Coach may request a Rule 

Clarification from the UIC w/o a protest.   
• A Game/Play Protest or Rule Interpretation 

must be addressed immediately prior to the 
next pitch – there is no such thing as playing 
under protest. 

• Player Protest – A player can be protested until 
the final out of a game.  

• To file a Protest the Head Coach must inform 
the Umpire and play is stopped immediately. 

• Protest Fee is $100 and is returned if the 
protest is upheld
